I: Report from officers
JCR president:

Julia reported that she went to see the bursar today and showed him the two drafted papers we will discuss today. 

The bursar generally said that he would oppose a quoting system or changing the charging system for the college lunches, because this would change the charging structure. He is more willing to give a subsidy to students and the additional guest night. It might be good to ask the SCR about the guest nights since some of them already mentioned that they miss having the students present in the high table room on Friday. 

His said, that the student package paper should be put forward in the strategy meeting since they will review their spending rules there soon. 

The institutionalized re-allocation of people with offices in Park End to the college was not viewed favourable of the bursar since he does not want to have an automatic structure. Nevertheless he said that students who have offices in Park End should talk directly to him if they want to have another office.
