1) To watch SKY TV (this and this should be the default setting; you can’t watch terrestrial channels eg BBC nor ITV2 here)

· Switch on TV AND DVD/VCR player (Sky should be on as signaled by a green light on the back Sky box). If after a few seconds a sky channel doesn’t appear:

· press

near the top right of the TV remote control until, as indicated on the TV screen, the channel becomes #2.

· Press “input select” near the top left of the DVD/VCR remote control until the small screen on the DVD/VCR player indicates AV2

· Operate the Sky channels using the Sky remote

· Press mute on the TV remote to switch off the TV’s sound select your preferred volume for the 5 speakers / subwoofer using the DVD/VCR remote

2) To watch a DVD (or Video tape)
· Switch on TV AND DVD/VCR player. If after a few seconds a Sky channel (nor the DVD/VCR output) doesn’t appear:

· press

near the top right of the TV remote control until, as indicated on the TV screen, the channel becomes #2.

· To watch a dvd, press “dvd” near the top left of the DVD/VCR remote control. The LCD screen should display zeros and/or “reading” and, after a few seconds, the dvd menu should appear. To watch a video tape, press “vcr”. The video should start playing after a few seconds, but you may need to press play.
· Press mute on the TV remote to switch off the TV’s sound select your preferred volume for the 5 speakers / subwoofer using the DVD/VCR remote

3) To watch Freeview (this includes terrestrial channels eg BBC, which are available via the terrestrial TV option below, and ITV2, which is not available through other means)
· Switch on TV and ensure the grey Freeview Box is on (as shown by a green light)

· It would be best to switch the DVD/VCR player OFF or at least mute the sound on it. 

· press

near the top right of the TV remote control until, as indicated on the TV screen, the channel becomes #3.

· Endure the volume is up and mute is off for on the TV speakers. There is currently no way to watch Freeview through the speakers.

· ITV2 should be the default channel. If not, use the Thompson Freeview remote to change the channel to 803.

· The terrestrial channels eg BBC channels are single-figure numbers, though it’s not clear that ALL of them are pre-tuned
4) To watch Terrestrial TV (as an alternative to using Freeview, you can access the terrestrial channels directly from the TV – except for ITV2)
· Switch on TV
· It would be best to switch the DVD/VCR player OFF or at least mute the sound on it. 

· press

near the top right of the TV remote control until, as indicated on the TV screen, the channel becomes #1.

· Endure the volume is up and mute is off for on the TV speakers. There is currently no way to watch terrestrial TV through the speakers.

· Use the TV remote to select the appropriate TV channel.
Some further information.

1) The system has been set up such that the Sky is plugged into the DVD/VCR and the DVD/VCR is plugged into the TV. This is the easiest way to get the surround sound from Sky. It is the reason why you should have the DVD/VCR on to watch Sky even if not watching a DVD or video tape and is also the reason why the TV setting is #2 for watching Sky, a DVD or a video tape. The TV also has a direct connection to the Freeview – not via the DVD/VCR - which is why you need to select #3. The TV can also talk directly to the aerial, which is why you need to select #1 for terrestrial. 
2) Partly because of the setup via the DVD/VCR, the TV will sometimes get sound from two sources eg (1) Sky from the DVD/VCR coming out the 5 speakers + subwoofer and (2) the aerial coming out the TV speakers. Sometimes the sound will be the same source, sometimes not. This is why muting one of the sources is recommended. The setup is also a partial explanation for why Freeview / terrestrial TV cannot go through the 5 speakers / subwoofer yet.
